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Options for Monday, October 10, 2011

A) Paray-Le-Monial World Congress Event: Enthronement of the Sacred Heart, Catechesis & Training to create a “Civilization of Love,”
including lunch. Individuals participating in the Catechesis Training will have several options for Independent Dinner and overnight
in Paray-Le-Monial area.

B) Ars/ Cluny Day trip: Depart to Ars, the home of the simple curate of Ars, St. Jean Marie Vianney. Visit the house and shrine of
St. John Vianney, the Patron Saint of Priests and enjoy an audio presentation on his life. Time for prayer and Reconciliation in Ars.
Lunch included, then continue on to Cluny, the hub of Christendom in Medieval Europe. Visit the Abbey at Cluny, the center of the
Benedictine monastic reform movement that spread throughout Europe. Celebrate Mass. Independent dinner. Return to Paray- Le-
Monial area for overnight.

C) Lyon Day trip: Depart for Lyon, the third largest city in France. Upon arrival in Lyon, city tour will take you to Old Lyon, the
Place des Terreaux, St. Pierre Palace, and Place Bellecour, one of Europe’s largest squares. See Eglise St-Bruno des Chartreux, a
Carthusian monastery church and Eglise Saint Irénée, an ancient church built on the site of the tomb of St. Irenacus. Lunch included,
then, take the funicular, to see Notre-Dame de Fourvicre Basilica for a spectacular view of the city in all its glory. Celebrate Mass.
Next, visit the Cathédrale St-Jean (St. John's Cathedral), the cathedral of the Archbishop of Lyon. Independent dinner. Return to Paray-
Le-Monial area for overnight.

Terms and Conditions

PAYMENT: In order to meet deposit schedules with suppliers for
this tour, Corporate Travel Service asks for prompt payment on the
requested dates. Please see the payment schedule topic. The advertised
prices are based on a minimum of 700 patticipants for the World
Congress and 42 passengers on each motor coach. Prices are based on
the exchange rate at the time the World Congress was organized, which
was as $1.30 USD to buy 1 Euro. Also based on tariffs, air line fuel
surcharges and taxes in effect when the World Congress was organized.
Price of the tour may have to be adjusted before final payment to
reflect any increase in tariffs, fluctuation in exchange rates and/or fuel
surcharges. Corporate Travel Service accepts cash, check, money
orders and Visa and MasterCard for payment. Note: In order to
qualify for the cash discount price, traveler must pay all
installments by cash or check. Cash discount will be taken at the
time final payment is made.

PAYMENT SCHEDULE: $500 non refundable deposit to book the
Main World Congress package; add $200 deposit if adding Paris Pre
Trip; add $200 if adding Lourdes Post Trip. $1,200 due on or before
May 9, 2011; add $400 deposit if adding Paris Pre Trip; add $400 if
adding Lourdes Post Trip. Balance due June 28, 2011. Payment for
day trips on October 10, 2011 due with final payment. Late bookings
after June 28, 2011 require payment in full by credit card at the time of
booking.

CANCELLATION POLICY: $500 initial deposit is non-refundable
for any reason, no exception. Forfeit $1,750 per person for
cancellations between May 9, 2011 and June 28, 2011; $2,350 with Paris
or Lourdes; $2,950 with both Paris and Lourdes. After June 28, 2011,
no refund. Penalties according to fax or postmark date.

CANCELLATION INSURANCE: Corporate Travel Service

GROUP AIR FROM NEW YORK: Due to the aitlines’ reduced

DOMESTIC AIR TO NEW YORK: You are responsible for your own
air arrangements to New York. You will be notified of the international
gateway airport (JFK or EWR) about 60 days prior to departure. Do not
buy domestic air before hand. Our retail travel agency will be happy to
assist with these arrangements.

LAND ONLY AIR TICKETS: Those traveling from outside North
America will purchase a land only package with a reduction of $900.

DO NOT BUY TICKETS until
notified in writing. A determination will be made by May 9, 2011

HOTEL INFORMATION:
Hotel availability — Price levels are offered for 2 and 3 star hotels for the

Main Congtress and 3 and 4 star hotels for Pre and Post tours. Space is
limited in these categories and the category you request may not be
available at the time of booking; if not, you will be booked in another
available category.

Hotel quality in Paray-I.e-Monial (host town) - This is a small town in
France with very limited hotel accommodations. Rooms are very basic by
American Standards. Because of limited hotel space in Paray-Le-Monial,
hotels will also be used in surrounding villages and towns, with the longest
commute of about 1 hour each way. Daily transfers will be provided for
those outside of Paray-Le-Monial.

Hotel assignments — You will learn the name and address of your hotel

assignment when you receive your travel documents about 10 days prior to

departure.

Room Types - Tour prices are per person according to a room type: a
“Single” room is one person in a room and a “Double” is two persons in
one room. “Triple” rooms are not available.

PASSPORT: A valid U.S. Passport is required of all passengers departing
on flights from the USA. Please apply for your passport immediately as
passports are taking a long time to process. Make sure to have it in your
possession at all times while on tour. It must be valid for 6 months
following the return date of the trip or boarding may be denied or

entry into the destination may be forbidden.

VISA: No entry Visa to France is required for those traveling with a valid
U.S. passport. Other travellers are responsible to research the need and

arrange for their own entry Visa to France.

CHECKED LUGGAGE: Checked baggage is limited to one bag per
person. There can be no exceptions. For most aitlines, the one checked
bag is limited to 50 pounds and 62 inches (length + width + height). If
these specifications are exceeded, excess charges may be collected by the
airline at the airport. Do not lock baggage you intend to check in at the
airport. Please confirm these specifications when you receive your final
travel documents, as they can and do change.

NOTE: Airlines are expected to begin charging for International
checked baggage. You will be notified in your final travel
documents and such costs will be the responsibility of the traveller.

CARRY ON LUGGAGE: You may also bring a small carry-on bag that
will fit under an airline seat and on the small parcel racks of the motor
coach, which average about 8 inches high by 18 inches deep. Itis best if
your carry-on bag is soft sided, as the parcel racks on the motor coaches
are small. Currently, travellers are allowed to transport only small amounts

of liquids, gels, lotions, aerosols or similar items on their person or in their
carry-on luggage. Details will be in your final travel documents.

TRAVEL DOCUMENTS: Unless otherwise notified, Corporate Travel

Service will mail to you or your Group Leader a more detailed itinerary and

General Information Sheet approximately 2 weeks or 10 days before
departure.

GRATUTITIES: Gratuities for your escort, driver and guides are not
included. In Europe it is customary to tip the escort (3) Euros and the
driver two (2) Euros per person per day. The tip for the local guides is
usually about one (1) Euro for half-day tours and two (2) Euros for full

day tours.
